This week in Sunday School
Moses is born and called

Preschool: We took care of babies. Explained how GOD saved Moses, then we protected Moses by hiding him around the room. We talked about how GOD gave Moses an important job to do and we talked about other important jobs like firefighter and princess. We made and talked about the burning bush. 
· What important job did GOD give Moses?
K-2nd: We read the Bible story of the burning bush and colored the baby Moses picture. We asked each other silly questions because Moses asked questions of GOD. We asked questions about the Bible story. We were held captive in the room! There was lots of laughter.
· Why were you held captive in the room?
· Is what Moses did similar to what Jesus did? Why?
3rd-5th: We played a game where we had animals taped to our backs and we had to ask questions to figure out what sort of animals we had. We used this to talk about how GOD told Moses, “I am who I am” when Moses asked who GOD was. Moses rescued the Israelites in the same way Jesus rescued us. We also did a quiz on the story since we were very familiar with it.
