This week in Sunday School
The Wilderness Test

Preschool: We had a picnic to show eating in the desert, learning that GOD provided food and water to His people. We collected mana, looked at rocks and explored the gems. We also read and watched a video of the story
· What did GOD give the hungry people?
K-2nd: Today we learned about how the Israelites doubted GOD’s plan for them. When the Lord led them into the Wilderness they were unable to find food or water. They complained and cried out in despair. We collected “manna” as GOD instructed for one day only at a time, for six days… then collected for two days for the Sabbath. We talked about the importance of trusting GOD’s plan for us. We also played a hangman style game to review our key passage: Hebrews 3:5-6
· How much “manna” were the people supposed to collect each day?
3rd-5th: We learned that GOD provides what you need right when you need it. In the desert the Israelites whined because they didn’t trust GOD and they were in the desert because they needed to learn to trust GOD. We painted rocks that said GOD provides and crafted tabernacles to show GOD’s provision.
